O My children, Allaah says: 
 
 
 

 
" Lord of the heavens and the earth, and all that 
is between them, so worship Him (Alone) and be 

constant and patient in His worship. Do you 
know of any who is similar to Him?  (19:65) 

 

 

This Ayah  
teaches us three important lessons 

why we worship Allaah alone. 
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Lesson One 
 

Allaah says: 
 

 
 

 
[He is the] “Lord of the heavens and 

the earth, and all that is between 
them…" 

 
We worship Allaah alone because He 

is (The Rabb) The Lord.  
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We believe that Allaah is The Rabb 

(The Lord). This means He is: 
 

1.) The Creator 
2.) The Owner 

3.) The Arranger of everything 
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Allaah is the Creator 
 
Allaah says; 
 
 

"Allaah is the Creator of all 
things" (39:62) 

 
He created all people, animals, 

insects, trees, flowers and everything 
in between the skies and the earth.  

Allaah created the mountains, rivers, 
oceans and much more. 
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Allaah is the Owner 
 
Allaah says:  
 
  
 

"And to Allaah belongs (He 
Owns) the dominion of the 

heavens and the earth…" (24:42) 
 

To Allaah belongs (He owns) 
everything in the skies, everything 

on the earth and everything in 
between the skies and the earth.

Allaah is the Arranger 

 
Allaah says: 
 
 

"He arranges the affair" (10:3) 
 

Allaah is the One Who arranges 
when we live and die. He is the One 
Who arranges if we are rich or poor, 
healthy or sick. He is the One Who 
controls and arranges everything. 
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Lesson Two 
 

Allaah says: 
 
 

 
"So worship Him (Alone) and be 

constant and patient in His 
worship" (19:65) 

 
We worship Allaah alone because 

Allaah is the True God and all other 
gods are false. 
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Allaah says: 

 
 
 

"That is because Allaah is the 
truth (the true Deity/God)" 

(31:30) 
 
Allaah is the true Deity/God that is 
why we should worship Him alone 

and we should not worship anything 
other than Him. We should not 

worship other things because they 
are false. 
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 Allaah says: 
 
 
 

"And what they invoke (make 
dua to) other than Him are false 

(gods)" (31:30) 
 

And why are they false?  They are 
false because they did not create 

anything, they don't own anything 
and they have no control.  So they 

cannot be the true God. 
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Lesson Three 

We worship Allaah because He has 
beautiful perfect Names and 

Qualities. We believe in all of His 
Names and Qualities.  

 
Allaah says: 

 

 
"..Do you know of any (like him) 

similarity to Him?"(19:65) 
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Allaah says: 
 
 

 
"And for Allaah are the Beautiful 

Names" (7:180) 
 

He also has perfect Qualities. This 
means everything about Allaah is 
perfect and nothing is like Him. 
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Allaah says:  
 
 
 

"Nothing is like Him and He is All 
Seer, the All Hearer" (42:11) 

 
In these three studies we learn why 

we worship Allaah alone. We 
worship Him alone because He is the 
One who creates, provides, owns and 
plans everything alone. We worship 

Him alone because He is the True 
God and nothing is like Him. 
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
